[bookmark: _GoBack]I will report on the most recent activity observed in the Narrow Line Seyfert 1 Galaxy Mkn 335. The NASA Neil Gehrels Swift mission has monitored Mkn 335 since it was discovered in an extremely X-ray low state in May 2007. Mkn 335 has exhibited various state of activity with repeated flaring activity. However, since 2018 it had been in a constant low state with no activity. When it was observed again but Swift after emerging from its sun-constraint in May 2020 it seem to have woken up again and has displayed several flaring activities. I will discuss the recent variability found in Mkn 335 in the context of a partial covering absorber model.
