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[bookmark: _GoBack]     The January 20-21, 2019 total lunar eclipse was visible throughout most of the Americas and parts of Europe and Western Africa. Many Unihedron Sky Quality Meter (SQM) users serendipitously recorded the event. We will present a collection of zenith sky brightness (ZSB) curves from multiple locations. We qualitatively analyze the effects of latitude and weather on observations and discuss the scientific and educational uses of such data.  We conclude with suggestions for future “coordinated observing campaigns” such as the importance of obtaining simultaneous all-sky images to better understand the effects of clouds on ZSB measurements during eclipse observations.
